STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

· Clamp is an important work in the development in the 20th century towards the fusion of life and art. 

· It is an important work for the interactivity between the work of art, the artist, the individual, the public (museum) - and private space. 

· It is an important example of ‘shared artistry’ where the artist gives a significant role to chance and gives the owner as well as the public the freedom to make choices in using the work.
